1. INTRODUCTION
The Medical Council of India published Gazette dated 23/06/2017. Clause 5A
regarding Common Counseling is added. The Added clause 5A is as under:-

Common Counseling

1.1 There shall be a common counseling for admission to Health Science course in all
Government / Corporation / Government Aided / Government Unaided / Minority
Institutions on the basis of merit list of the National Eligibility Entrance Test (NEET
UG 2024).

1.2 The Designated Authority for counseling for the 15% (MBBS/BDS) All India Quota
seats of the contributing States shall be the Directorate General of Health Services
(DGHS, New Delhi).

1.3 The Designated Authority for counseling for the 15% (AYUSH Courses) All India
Quota seats of the contributing States shall be the as appointed by Ministry of
Ayush New Delhi i.e. (AACCC).

1.4 In Chapter Il under Clause 5 “Selection of Students” sub-clause ‘5A’ (2) and (3) as
added vide notification dated 10/03/2017, shall be substituted with the Following :-
Clause 5A (2) Shall be substituted as under:-
The Designated Authority for counseling for the 15% all India quota seats of the
contributing States and all MBBS seats of Medical Educational institutions of the
Central Government, Universities established by an Act of Parliament and the
Deemed Universities shall be the Directorate General of Health Services, Ministry
of Health and Family Welfare, Government of India.
Clause 5A (3), Shall be substituted as under:-
The counseling for admission to MBBS course in a State/Union Territory, including,
Medical Educational Institutions established by the State Government, University
established by an Act of State/Union Territory Legislature, Trust, Society, Minority
Institutions, Municipal Bodies or a company shall be conducted by the State/Union
Territory Government.

1.5The Counseling for all admission to MBBS/BDS/BAMS/BHMS/BUMS/BPTh/

BOTh/BASLP/BP&0O Course in all Health Science Educational Institutions in a
Information Brochure (1) NEET UG-2024
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State/Union territory, including Health Science Educational Institutions established
by the Central Government, State Government, University, Trust, Society/Minority
Institutions/Corporations or a Company shall be conducted by the State/Union

Territory Government. Such common counseling shall be under the over-all

superintendence, direction and control of the State/Union Territory Government.

1.6 This procedure is applicable for NEET UG 2024admissions for the academic year
2024-2025. No promise is implied therein for subsequent years and no expectations
should be based on this procedure for future.

a. There shall be a single eligibility cum entrance examination namely ‘National
Eligibility-cum-Entrance Test for admission to all Health Science courses’ for
academic year 2024-25.

b. In order to be eligible for admission to Health Science Courses for a particular
academic year, it shall be necessary for a candidate to obtain minimum marks
in ‘National Eligibility-Cum-Entrance Test’ held for the said academic year,
besides obtaining minimum prescribed marks at the qualifying examination as
prescribed by respective central council.

c. The reservation of seats for respective categories shall be as per applicable
laws prevailing in States/Union Territories. An All India merit list as well as
State-wise merit list of the eligible candidates shall be prepared on the basis of
the merit (AIR) in National Eligibility-cum-Entrance Test and candidates shall be
admitted to Health Science courses from the said lists only.

d. No candidate who has failed to obtain the minimum eligibility marks as
prescribed by the respective Central Council shall be admitted to respetive
Course in the said academic year.

e. All admissions to Health Science courses within the respective categories shall
be based solely on merit (AIR) in the National Eligibility-cum-Entrance Test.

f. National Testing Agency shall be the organization to conduct National Eligibility-
cum-Entrance Test for admission to MBBS/BDS/BAMS/BUMS/BHMS courses.

Accordingly, the National Testing Agency, Delhi conducted the National Eligibility

Cum Entrance Test for the session 2024-25on Sunday, 05May 2024.The

responsibility of the National Testing Agency is limited to the conduct of the

entrance examination, declaration of result and providing merit list to the

Counselling Authorities.

2. Application process and provisional Merit list

The Commissioner, State CET CELL, Mumbai will conduct the admission process for all

the Health Science courses in the State of Maharashtra. Online applications will be

invited from eligible candidate(s) for admission to all Government/Corporation, Private &

Minority Colleges. Online application form will be made available on website

www.mahacet.org.

2.1 Admission processing Fee: Cost of online application form of NEET-UG 2024 is Rs. 1000/-
for all courses of State quota, Rs 5000/- for Institutional quota of MBBS, BDS, BAMS,
BHMS and BUMS courses only, and Rs. 6000/- for both quota of MBBS, BDS, BAMS,
BHMS and BUMS courses only. This application fee is not refundable, hence candidates
are advised to go through the Information Brochure and ascertain the eligibility. It is sole
responsibility of candidate to ascertain eligibility and also online payment of fees with in
prescribed period, failing which online application will be rejected.

2.2 The provisional State merit list for seats under State quota in Government / Corporation,
Government Aided and all the quota seats in Private/ Minority colleges will be published on
the website of State CET CELL as per constitutional and / or specified reservation claimed
by candidate(s).

The list of applicants will be prepared on the basis of information submitted by candidate(s)
through online process made available on website www.mahacet.org.

d. “CAP Seats” means the seats filled in through the Centralized process of admission
carried out by the Competent Authority/Commissioner State CET CELL;

e. “Courses” means the Undergraduate Medical Courses or Undergraduate Dental
Courses, as the case may be, conducted in the State as per the approval of the MCI
& DCI andNCISM (National Commission for Indian System of Medicine),
NCH(National Commission for Homeopathy)affiliated to MUHS;

f. “Document Verification Centre” means the city or town declared by the competent
authority where the document verification is to be conducted;

g. “DCI” means the Dental Council of India constituted under the Dentists Act, 1948 (16
of 1948);

h. “Eligible Candidates” means the candidates who are eligible for different
professional courses as notified by the Government, from time to time, under sub-
section (1) of section 3 of the Act;

n. “MCI” means the Medical Council of India constituted under the Indian Medical

o. “National Eligibility-cum-Entrance Test” or “NEET” means the examination
conducted by Central Board of Secondary Education, Delhi for admission to under
graduate Medical and Dental Courses.

p. “Non-Resident Indian (NRI)” means a person who is “not ordinarily resident” under
sub-section (6) of section 6 of the Income Tax Act, 1961, and includes a person
resident outside India under clause (w) of section 2 of the Foreign Exchange
Management Act, 1999, and also includes his child or ward,;

g. “Overseas Citizen of India (OCI)” means a candidate or a person registered as an
Overseas Citizen of India as declared by the Central Government under section 7A of
the Citizenship Act 1955, and includes Persons of Indian Origin (PIO).
Explanation—For the purposes of this clause, all the existing Persons of Indian
Origin (PIO) card-holders registered under Notification of the Government of India,
Ministry of Home Affairs No. F.No. 26011/04/98- F. |, dated 19" August 2002 and
shall now be deemed to be Overseas Citizens of India, (OCI) cardholders by virtue of
Notification of Government of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, No. 25024/9/2014-F I,
dated 9th January 2015.

r. “Qualifying Examination” means the Higher Secondary Certificate (12" Standard)
or equivalent examination, from an institution situated in the State of Maharashtra
with English, Physics, Chemistry and Biology (Botany and Zoology) at the time of
admission;

s. “8SC” means the Secondary School Certificate (Standard - X) examination
conducted by Maharashtra State Board of Secondary and Higher Secondary
Education as per the provisions of the Maharashtra Secondary and Higher
Secondary Education Boards Act, 1965 (Mah. XLI of 1965) or its equivalent certificate
awarded by a recognised Board;

t. “EWS” means Economically Weaker Section, include persons who are not covered
under the scheme of reservation for SC, ST, DT-A, NT-B, NT-C, NT-D, OBC, and
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whose family has gross annual income below Rs. 800,000/- as per Government
resolution of General Administration Department ROD-4019/C.R 31/ 16-A,dated 12
February 2019 And Government Resolution no. MED-1018/C.R 37/19/Edu-2, dated
07" March, 2019. This reservation is subject to Hon’ble Supreme Courts / High
Courts decision in W.P (C) No. 961/2021 and related petitions.

u. “Specified Reservation” means Reservation other than constitutional like Female,
Hilly area, PWD, Defence and MKB are classified as specified Reservation. During
allotment of seat in specified Reservation seat will be filled first.

v. “Orphan” means a child— (i) who is without biological or adoptive parents or legal
guardian; or (ii) whose legal guardian is not willing to take, or capable of taking care
of the child; as defined in Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) act 2015
and Government Letter no. MED-1018/C.R.201/18/Edu-2, dated 20" June, 2018.

w. “OMS” means candidate who have passed 10" / 12" or both from Outside
Maharashtra State and who is not Domicile of Maharashtra.

x. “NMC” means National Medical Commision Act (30 of 2019) shall come into force
with effect from 25 day of September 2020 as per notification of Ministry Health and
Family Welfare, New Delhi dated 24.09.2020.

Filling of Online Preferences (choices) will
be available for all those candidates who appeared for online/physical document
verification and are found to be eligible. List of eligible candidates will be
published as provisional state merit list.Seat allocation shall be made centrally
at a later date on the basis of NEET UG 2024 merit in the State of Maharashtra,
and preferences exercised by the candidate. For allocation of seat(s) during
Round1, Round2,Round 3 and Online stary vacancy round (s), preferences
filled for Round1, Round2,Round 3 and Online stary vacancy round will be
considered respectively and preferences exercised by the candidate for each
group separately as mentioned in Rule No. 10.3.

10.2 ONLINE PREFERENCE FILLING PROCESS: There will be preference form
filling for Round1, Round2,Round 3 and Online Stray Vacancy Round
separately. For each round candidate can fill online preference form multiple
times before clicking submit button. Once submit button is clicked, there is no
provision to change the preference(s).These preference(s) filled for each round
will be used for selection of respective round only.Online preferences filled for
Online Stray Vacancy Round will be used for subsequent Online Stray Vacancy
Round(s) (if any) of Govt/Corporation/Government aided Institutions only. For
Unaided Private / Minority Institutions of courses other than MBBS, BDS,
BAMS, BHMS & BUMS, the seats remaining vacant after Online Stray Vacancy
Round will be filled by respective institute through Institutional Level Round.

10.3  Online preference form filling process and selection process will be divided in
three groups and schedule will be notified by Competent Authority in due course.
Group A: For MBBS/ BDS courses,

Group B: For BAMS/BHMS/BUMScourses

Group C: For BPTH/BOTH/BP&O/BASLPcourses
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(The selection process for Group ‘C’ is similar to Group ‘B’).

There shall be four or more rounds of selection of candidates, depending on the

availability of vacant seats. The selection will be on the basis of merit and the

preferences submitted by the candidates for respective round. The choices of
courses and colleges, once entered online for the respective round, shall be
final and irrevocable. This final data shall be used inselection process of

Note 1: Candidate who have applied for Institutional quota (for
MBBS/BDS/BAMS/BHMS/BUMSCourse) in online application form by paying
requisite fee (Rs. 5000/- as per clause 7.1 of this brochure) can only fill
preference for institutional seats with suffix ‘N’.

10.5 Candidate should fill his most preferred subject and college code as preference
no. 1 followed by his next choice as preference no. 2 and so on in each group
separately. While filling the course and college codes, four-digit number with
specific suffix should be entered in five boxes of NEET-UG 20240nline
preference form.

10.6 Candidate must be very careful while filling the online preference form.
Candidate can fill minimum one preference or any desired number of
preferences for NEET-UG 2024.

10.7 If a candidate does not give preference for a code for particular course and
particular college (Government / Corporation / Private); then it means that he /
she is not interested / desiring to take that Undergraduate Health Science seat.
Candidate should note that there will be no change / addition / deletion in his /
her list of preferences at later date / stage for respective round.

10.8 The candidates may kindly note while filling the preference form that NEET UG

COURSE OR CANCELLATION OF ADMISSION:

The candidate who has been admitted and desire to cancel admission he/she

should submit an application. The refund of fees to candidate admitted in the

college shall be made after deduction as under:

1. Before cutoff date as declared by the respective council - Rs.1500/- (Rs. One
thousand five hundred only) to be deducted and rest of the fees to be refunded
(Exception for MBBS/BDS as per clause 12).

2. On or after cut-off date as declared by respective council no refund of fees for
Health Science Courses.

3. The Dean/Principal of the college shall be responsible for making refund of the
fees, on the basis of cancellation letter from the candidate. If the candidate
expires or becomes invalid within 90 days from the date of admission, no
deduction shall be made.

13. CANCELLATION:

The selected candidate must join the college at which he/she is selected, on or before
the date prescribed by the Competent Authority, failing which his/her admission stands
cancelled.

The selected candidate who has joined the college and desire to cancel the admission
should cancel it, at the respective college. The college should accept the cancellation
and inform the Competent Authority along with copy of the cancellation letter
immediately. Last date to cancel the admission of Medical/Dental and Ayush Course on
or before the prescribed date to be declared in due course. If a candidate cancels
his/her admission after this date, he/she has to pay penalty as per rule 16.

Annexure — “Q”, and any other G.R. issued in this regard from time to time),
candidates joined against the seats of Government/Municipal Corporation
colleges for admission to MBBS/BDS Courses either through GOl nominee, All
India quota and State quota through NEET UG 2022 onwards will be required to
sign a social responsibility service to compulsorily serve the Government of
Maharashtra or local self government or Defence services for a period of one
year, after the completion of internship.
Additionally, he/she will be required to sign an undertaking to the effect that
he/she will not leave India within a period of five years from the date of obtaining
the degree, otherwise he/she will have to pay Non Refundable Rs. 10,00,000/-
(Rs.Ten lacs only) as penalty.

15.2 Social Responsibility Service for Private Unaided MBBS Courses: As per
Government Resolution (G.R. No. MED 1016/C.R.345/16/Edu-2 Dated:
05/01/2018 and G.R. No. MED 1021/C.R.128/21/Edu-2, dated 13" June 2022)
(Annexure - Q), the candidate who has taken admission to MBBS course in

16. PENALTY:

16.1 PENALTY FOR LAPSE OF SEAT (MBBS/BDS COURSES): Any candidate
responsible for lapse of MBBS/BDS seatat Government/Government
Aided/Corporation Medical/Dental College will have to pay a Non Refundable
penalty of Rs.10,00,000/- (Rupee Ten Lacs Only). This penalty is applicable to all
those candidates who do not join during last round or cancel a seat after last
round of admission. This penalty is also applicable to any candidate resigning a
seat after cut off date for MBBS/BDS courses or also fails to complete the course,
irrespective of admission quota of the candidate.

16.2 Penalty for Lapse of seat at Government/Government Aided/Private unaided
College (Ayush Course): Any candidate who resigns a seat after cut off date
from Government/Government Aided/Private unaided College (Ayush Course) will

have to pay Rs. 3,00,000/- (Rs. Three lakhs only) as penalty.
17. CONDUCT AND DISCIPLINE:

17.1 Failure of the candidate in making full and correct statements in the application
form and/or suppression of any information would lead to disqualification of the
candidate, even at later date. Such a candidate will be debarred from the entire

selection process.

17.2 It is responsibility of every candidate to submit proper documents. Any attempt to
submit documents which are not genuine will lead to cancellation of the admission
of the candidate, forfeiture of the fees, deposits and expulsion of the candidate

from the college by the Competent Authority or by his authorised official. The
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name of such candidate/s shall be deleted from the State Merit List and he/she
will not be eligible for further rounds of the selection process and will be debarred
from the selection process. If deemed fit even criminal proceeding may be

initiated by the Competent Authority against such candidates / their parents.

If any candidate / authorised representative or person accompanying is
found obstructing the counseling and / or admission process, or trying to
influence in unlawful manner/ creating nuisance, the candidate shall be
liable for disqualification from the process of selection and appropriate
legal action will be taken. The decision taken by the Competent Authority in

this respect shall be final and binding.

17.3 The student while studying in the Health Sciences Courses, if found indulging in
antinational activities, unlawful activities or ragging in any form, contrary to the
provisions of relevant Acts and Law enforced by Government, will be liable to be

expelled from the college by the Dean/Principal of the College.

17.4 Pursuant to orders in W.P. (Civil) No. 656 of 1999, Hon’ble Supreme Court of
India, has directed the Department of Human resources Development and
Education, Govt. of India, to take all necessary steps to curb the menace of

ragging and take severe action against the students involved in such activities.

17.5 As per the provisions of Maharashtra Act XXXIlI known as “Maharashtra
Prohibition of ragging Act of 1999”, students indulging in ragging can be
punished under the Act resulting in suspension, expulsion from the college

and imprisonment.

17.6 Any issue not dealt here in above will be dealt with when arising, fully and
finally by the competent Authority. Any amendment made by Government of
India / Government of Maharashtra / Hon’ble courts from time to time will be

implemented.
18. LEGAL JURISDICTION

there shall be only twoe rTounds of common counselling each

206. Seen in the lght of the above judgment, it is now 1o be
considered as to the measures of restitutive relief which can be
provided to the pppellant in the present case.

Krishna Sradha v. State of
Andhra Pradesh and Others® examined the issue of wrongful
denial of admission in & medical course, and propounded the

theory of ‘restitutive jusuce’ by holding as below:

apparent breach of rules and regulations as
well as related principles in the process of
grant of admission which would violate the
right of equality and squal treatment to the
competing candidates and if the time
schedule prescribed — 30cth September, is
over, to do the complete justice, the Court
under eMdceplional circumstances and in
rarest of rare cases direct the admission §n
the same yvear by divecting to increase the
s=ats, bowever, 1t should oot be more than
one or two seats and such admissions can be
ordered within reasonable time, i.2., within
one month from 30th September, {.e., cut off
date and under no circumstances, the Court
shall order any Admission in the same year
bevond 30" Ootober. Howewer, it is obasrved
that such relief can be granted only in
exceptional circumstances and in the rarest
af tare cases. In case of such an eventuality,
the Court may also pass an order cancelling
the admission given to a candidate who is at
the bottom of the merit list of the category
who, if the admission wounld have been given
to @ moare meritorious candidate wha has
been denied admission Hlepally, would not
have got the admission, if the Court desms it
fit and proper, however, aflter gFiving an
opportunity of hessing to a student whose

13.3. In case the Court is of the opinion that
no relief of admission can be granted to such
a candidmte in the very acadeomic year aond
wherever it finds that the action of the
authorities has been arbitrary and in breach
of the rules and regulations or the prospectus
alfecting the rights of the students and that

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a candidate i3 found to be meriterious and
such candidate/student has approached the
court at the carliest and without any delny,
the court can mould the relief and direct the
admission to be graoted to such & candidate
in the next academic wyear by issuing
appropriate directions by directing to
increase in the number of seats as may be
congidered appropriate in the case and in
case of such an eventuahity and if it is found
that the mansgpement was st fEult and
wrongly denied the  admission to the
meritorions pandidate, in that cass, the Court
may direct to redoce The number of seats in
the management quots of that year, meaning
thereby Lhe stodent/students who was/were
denied admission illegally to be
accommeoedated in the next acsdemic year out
of the seats allotted in the mensgement
quota.

13.4, Grant of the compensation could be an
additional remedy but not a substitute for
restitutional remedies.
